In order to create your site and add files to it, you will need to create an FTP account using the following information:

A username
While using a “fist-initial-last-name” format is usually a good option for a username, this class has many existing accounts on the server. In order to avoid duplication, it is strongly recommended that you use your myBCIT name, which is the part of your email address that appears before the @ symbol. So, if your myBCIT email address is jsmith23@my.bcit.ca, you would use jsmith23 as your username.

A directory name

A password
Passwords on the student server must include punctuation and at least one number. So, if you would normally use something like fluFFyBunnies for a password, try fluFFyBunnies-123 instead.
